Declaration:

The Government of Burkina Faso, pursuant to article 3 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on
the Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict, hereby declares that the
minimum age for voluntary recruitment into its national armed forces is 18.

Recruitment is voluntary and such persons must provide reliable proof of age.

They are fully informed, prior to recruitment, of the duties involved in such military service.

The Government of Burkina Faso hereby states that it is forbidden for any person under the age of 18

to participate in times of war and in times of peace in any peacekeeping operation or in any kind of
armed operational engagement.
