Article 18 of the Convention provides that States parties to the Convention shall

undertake to submit to the Secretary -General, for consideration by the Committee, a
report on the legislative, judicial, administrative or other measures that they have
adopted to give effect to the provisions of the Convention and other progress made
in that respect. Reports are to be submitted within one year after the entry into force
of the Convention for the State concerned and thereafter at least every four years
and further, whenever the Committee requests.

At its thirty-fourth session, the Committee, taking into account the criteria of
preference to be given to those States parties whose reports had been pending for the
longest time, the need to give priority to initial reports and the desirability of
balance of reports in terms of geographic and other factors, decided to invite eight
States parties to present their reports. Eight States parties agreed to that request.

At its thirty-fifth session, the Committee will have before it the following reports:
the combined initial, second and third periodic reports of Bosnia and Herzegovina
(CEDAW/C/BIH/1-3); the combined initial and second periodic reports of Malaysia
(CEDAW/C/MY S/1-2); the combined initial, second, third, fourth, fifth and sixth
periodic reports of Saint Lucia (CEDAW/C/LCA/1-6); the combined initial and
second periodic reports of Turkmenistan (CEDAW/C/TKM/1-2); the combined
third, fourth and fifth periodic reports of Cyprus (CEDAW/C/CY P/3-5); the sixth
periodic report of Guatemala (CEDAW/C/GUA/6); the combined second, third,
fourth and fifth periodic reports of Malawi (CEDAW/C/MW]1/2-5); and the sixth
periodic report of Romania (CEDAW/C/ROM/6).

The Secretary -General has informed the States parties concerned of the
tentative dates on which their reports are scheduled for consideration by the
Committee at its thirty-fifth session.

Rule 49 of the rules of procedure provides that, at each session, the
Secretary -General shall notify the Committee of the non-receipt of any report
required from a State party under article 18 of the Convention. The
Secretary -General also provides the Committee with a list of reports submitted by
States parties to the Convention, as well as a list of reports submitted by States
partiesto the Convention that have not yet been considered by the Committee.

At its thirty-fifth session, the Committee will have before it the report of the
Secretary -General on the status of submission of reports by States parties under
article 18 of the Convention (CEDAW/C/2006/11/2).

A pre-session working group of the Committee is convened before each session to
prepare a list of issues and questions relating to reports for transmission to the
representatives of States parties before the meetings at which their reports are to be
considered.
