Opening of the session


The representative of the Secretary-General will open the fourth session of the Committee.

2.
Solemn declaration by the newly elected members of the Committee under rule 11 of the provisional rules of procedure


In accordance with rule 11 of the provisional rules of procedure the five members of the Committee elected or re-elected at the Second Meeting of States parties to the Convention, held on 8 December 2005, will make the following solemn declaration:


“I solemnly declare that I will perform my duties and exercise my powers as a member of the Committee on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families honourably, faithfully, impartially and conscientiously.”

3.
Election of officers according to rules 12 and 13 of the provisional rules of procedure.


In accordance with article 75, paragraph 2 of the Convention and rule 14, paragraph 1 of the provisional rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect its officers for a term of two years. Pursuant to rules 12 and 13 of the provisional rules of procedure, the Committee shall elect from among its members a Chairperson, three Vice-Chairpersons and a Rapporteur. 


Under rule 13 of the provisional rules of procedure, where there is only one candidate for election of one of its officers the Committee may decide to elect that person by acclamation. Where there are two or more candidates for election as one of its officers, or where the Committee otherwise decides to proceed with a ballot, the person who obtains a simple majority of the votes cast shall be elected. Elections shall be held by secret ballot.

Adoption of the agenda


Under rule 6 of the Committee’s provisional rules of procedure, the first item on the agenda of any session shall be the adoption of the agenda unless the election of officers is required under rule 12.  In accordance with rule 7, the Committee may revise the agenda during a session and may, as appropriate, defer or delete items.

Under this item the Committee will consider miscellaneous issues relevant to the Committee’s business, including its programme of work and dates for the future sessions of the Committee.
