Please inform the Committee whether the Ministry of Education monitors educational establishments operated by the Armed Forces. Please provide more information on the teaching in such establishments of topics relating to human rights and international humanitarian law, in particular whether there is teaching on the Convention and the Optional Protocols to it. Please inform the Committee what training is given to teachers at military academies on the provisions of the Optional Protocol. Please also clarify whether military training given to children under 18 years of age in educational establishments operated by the Armed Forces includes training with weapons of any kind.
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
