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FOREWORD

In accordance with the terms and conditions set out by the Committee on the Elimination
of Discrimination Against Women, the Government of Barbados submits its third periodic
report for 1988-1989 on the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against Women.

Barbados ratified the Convention on October 16, 1980 and submitted a combined initial
and second periodic report to the U.N. Committee in April of 1990.

Barbadian women continue to enjoy equal opportunities with their menfolk in most
areas and are extended all freedoms and social justices as declared by the Constitution. There
have therefore been no significant changes in the status and equality of women since the
previous reports.

The Government of Barbados however re-affirms its commitment to the Convention and
to the full integration of women in the development of this country.
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
