When reporting on articles 2 (1), 3 and 26 of the Covenant, States parties usually cite
provisions of their constitution or equal opportunity laws with respect to equality of persons.
While such information is of course useful, the Committee wishes to know if there remain
any problems of discrimination in fact, which may be practised either by public authorities,
by the community, or by private persons or bodies. The Committee wishes to be informed
about legal provisions and administrative measures directed at diminishing or eliminating
such discrimination.

For example, it is incompatible with article 12, paragraph
1, that the right of a woman to move freely and to choose her residence be made subject, by
law or practice, to the decision of another person, including a relative.
